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With the start of the new school year, we are pleased to send you some guidelines that we wish
for you to review and agree upon. Please sign and return this document to the school. All
parents are considered to have agreed to these guidelines, and the school reserves the right to
apply the approved regulations in case of any violation of these guidelines.

Start of Student Attendance:

1. Classes from Grade 1 to Grade 12 will begin on Monday, 25-08-2025.

2. Kindergarten 1 and 2 classes will begin on Tuesday, 26-08-2025.

3. Pre-KG classes will begin on Wednesday, 27-08-2025.

Gates 7, 6, 3: Emergency exits only.

Gate 5: Reserved for the exit of school buses — strictly no entry or exit for individuals.
Gate 4: Main gate for visitors and parents.

Gate 2: Entry for boys from Grade 6 to Grade 12.

Gate 1: Exit for boys from Grade 6 to Grade 12 (for private transportation) and entry
point for late students after 7:30 AM

Attendance and Dismissal:

Attendance:

1. Students must arrive no later than 7:15t AM. The school gates close at 7:30 AM.

2. No student will be allowed to enter the classroom if they arrive late before the national
anthem is sung.

3. Drivers must drop students safely and leave promptly to avoid traffic congestion.

4. Students must enter through the designated gates.

5. In case of tardiness, the school's behavior policy will be applied. The policy can be
viewed through the classrooms or the school’s website.

6. If the student is repeatedly late, they will not be allowed to enter the school premises
without a parent. Drivers should ensure students are not dropped off late and remain
until the student enters the premises.

7. Students arriving after 7:30 AM will be marked as unexcused absences and not allowed
entry into the school.

8. In case of an emergency causing tardiness, notify the specialist before 8 AM.
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Dismissal:

1. Kindergarten students are dismissed at 1:00 PM, except Fridays at 11:20 AM.

2. Private transport for kindergarten students can start picking them up at 1:05 PM after
buses have left.

3. Students from Grade 1 to Grade 12 will be dismissed at 2:20 PM, except on Fridays at
11:20 AM.

4. Private transportation for Grades 1 to 12 will begin at 2:20 PM. Parents are not permitted
to enter before this time to ensure student safety.

5. If a student leaves the school grounds unofficially, the behavior policy will be applied.

6. If a parent needs to pick up their children from different classes (Kindergarten, Girls,
Boys) before the end of the school day, they should proceed to the main gate (Gate 4)
and register the student’s name with the security officer, who will call the students to
the gate.

7. If possible, notify the bus driver that the student will not be riding the bus that day.

8. Strictly no student, even from upper grades, is allowed to leave without a companion.

9. Please present a valid ID when picking up a student.

10. If the parent does not want the student to ride the bus home, please inform the section
supervisor at least two hours before the end of the school day.

11. The behavior policy will be applied in case of any violations by the student.

Absence:

1. Unexcused absences are strictly prohibited. Parents must notify the school if the student
is absent for a valid reason. The behavior policy, which may result in expulsion, will be
applied to students violating this rule.

2. If a student has 15 unexcused absences, they will be expelled and considered as having
failed their grade.

3. Forrepeated or group absences, parents will be summoned, and students will be
suspended for three days, which will be marked as unexcused absences.

4. A student will be expelled for a full week, and it will be recorded as unexcused absences

if found inciting others to skip school.

5. Attendance is monitored through surveillance cameras connected to the control unit.

Therefore, any absence will affect the student’s continuous assessment grade. We kindly
request full commitment from the very first day, especially regarding absences following
holidays.

School Uniform and General Appearance:

All students must wear the school uniform daily. Female students in Grades 5-12 are
allowed to wear an abaya over their school uniform.

The sports uniform may only be worn on days with physical education classes.
Students must wear black shoes with the uniform and white sports shoes during PE.
Boys are not allowed to grow their hair long.

Students are prohibited from growing nails.

Girls are prohibited from wearing makeup, jewelry, or accessories in school. Violations
will be met with disciplinary actions.

Phones and Internet:

1. Phones are strictly prohibited in school. If confiscated, the school will follow the

behavior policy. The phone will only be returned in the presence of a parent, and
repeated violations may lead to the phone being held until the end of the term or the
year.

Using the school's internet network to access unauthorized websites is strictly
prohibited. Any violations will be dealt with according to the behavior policy.

Students accessing prohibited websites will be expelled according to UAE regulations.

Bullying and Sexual Harassment:

All forms of bullying, including physical (hitting, pushing, pinching) and verbal (insults,
threats, intimidation), as well as sexual harassment (lewd looks or gestures), are strictly
prohibited. Violations will be subject to disciplinary action.

The school follows the behavior policy issued by the Education Department concerning
student absences.
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Food: The school provides water and healthy food approved by the school health department.
Unhealthy food such as chips, candy, and soda is strictly prohibited. Such items will be
confiscated, destroyed immediately, and the student will receive a warning.

Homework: Homework is assigned weekly through the school plan, available every Thursday on
the school’s website. Homework must be completed by students themselves. Homework can
also be assigned through the student's electronic account.

Fees: Tuition fees can be paid in one installment or in multiple installments, with the final
payment due before the end of the academic year. Contact the finance department via
WhatsApp at (037374300) for details.

Buses:
1. The school provides buses equipped with safety measures.

2. Bus registration takes place during student registration, and priority is given to those
who register first.

3. The bus policy regarding safety and security must be followed to ensure the safety of all
students.

Student Evaluation and Grading System:

1. Students are evaluated three times a year, receiving an official report at the end of each
term, showing their scores for all subjects. Students’ grades are calculated out of 100
per term.

2. The final annual grade is calculated as follows: 40% from Term 1, 30% from Term 2, and
30% from Term 3.

3. Each 100-point score is divided into sections: 40 points for the final exam, 40 points for
continuous assessment, projects, and activities, 10 points for international exams, and
10 points for classroom behavior.

4. For subjects and grades without international exams, 10 points are awarded through a
project or a test based on international exam standards.

5. Reports are issued three times a year, at the end of each term.
6. Parents can request a review of their child's grades by contacting the teacher.
7. Continuous assessment tests are sent home for review.

8. If parents wish to review the end-of-term exam papers, they must submit a request to
the subject coordinator to schedule a suitable time.
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9. Exam dates will be announced later according to the schedule that will be sent.
10. For more details, please refer to the evaluation policy.
Curriculum and Graduation Requirements:
1. The school's curriculum follows the American system (California District).
2. Students must complete 12 years of study to obtain the American diploma.

3. Before finishing Grade 12, students must take international exams to have their
certificates recognized by the Ministry. These exams are:

o SAT with a score of 450 in math
o |ELTS with a score of 5.5

Students are responsible for staying updated on graduation requirements, which will be
explained by the academic supervisor.

EMSAT exam registration is done by students using their digital ID. The school offers free
additional classes on Sundays for students who wish to prepare for the exam.

Academic Support:

The school provides daily academic support for core subjects through an early morning session,
dividing students into two groups. One group receives support while performing the national
anthem in class, starting at 7:15 AM and lasting until 8:00 AM

Rewards and Punishments:

The school follows a behavior policy that includes a step-by-step escalation of penalties, such
as:

Two written pledges

Two written warnings

Three-day suspension
